About Google Profiles

Google indicates that 25% of searches are for people. If you've

ever used Google to search your own name or to find a person,

Google Profiles makes the process much easier. Google displays

profiles at the bottom of search results on the first page. If you

have something to sell or promote, a Google Profile is a must for

you.

What is a Google Profile?

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Limitations and Concerns

At the time of writing this article Google Profiles are only

available in the United States.

Making your information public with Google is great for
promoting your name. However, some may find concern with
allowing Google access to everything about you (which also
includes your links). Realize you are a commaodity online.
Marketing to you as an internet user is more targeted when
there is more information available about you. The same type of
customized marketing is in your social network (Facebook,
MySpace, etc.) where you see advertisements in the sidebar
targeted to you. Most people find the benefits of having a
Google Profile outweigh any perceived risks and enjoy being

easily found on Google.

A good model for an email signature is between 4-8 lines in length

and should include the following:

Types of Email Signatures
There are basically two types of email signatures, text and html.

Text: a text signature is just your contact information in text

format at the bottom of an email, and is easy to do yourself.
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Html: an html signature contains images that are hosted on a
website. Unless you are savvy with computer code you will

need a professional to create one for you.

Both text and html email signatures should contain working

links to your website!

Samples of Email Signatures
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What You Should Not Have in Your Email Signature
= Don't just use the “insert image” command to put a picture of

your business card at the bottom of an email. It takes up the
recipient’s disk space and is poor netiquette. Do use a text or

html| format.

= Don’t use your personal/lhome email address. It's
unprofessional to have “uglytoes@email.com” or
“kidtaxi479@email.com.” Do use your business email address

exclusively in your signature.
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= Don'’t clutter your email signature with other people’s quotes,
jokes or poems. Do make everything about promoting and

branding you.

How to Get Your Own Email Signature
You can easily create your own text email signature by typing it in at

the bottom of an email message (or using copy/paste). Most email
programs today have an automatic feature to insert your signature on
all outgoing messages. Just check the “help” section of your email

program for specific instructions.

To get a great html email signature you can hire a web designer or a
graphic artist. There are also many companies online that will create

a professional one for you ranging from $20-$200.

You can also find websites which offer free signature makers online.
Just add your own text and upload images. However, | haven’t
personally found any of these free programs to be a good alternative
to a professionally created signature. Free signature makers insert
advertising and links back to their own website. Remember it's not

about them, it’s all about you!

Never send spam and always allow recipients to chose opting in, or

opting out of your newsletter.

Advertising — #10 Search Engine Placement
What is Search Engine Placement?

They are the “sponsored ads” you see at the top, bottom and right
side of an internet search. This is a paid service similar to placing an
ad in a newspaper or magazine. The first position at the top has the
highest fee, just the same as an ad in the front of the newspaper or

magazine costs more than an ad placed in back.
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Having your ad show up in the organic (or natural) listings is great,
but sometimes you just want to be up front and center with internet

searchers. Search engine placement will do just that for you.

How to Get Your Ad Placed in the Search Engine

Go to www.google.com/adwords

Login with your Google account and click on “create an online
campaign.” When creating your ad be sure to select the most
effective keywords so internet searchers will find you. Also, it's good
to start out with a budget of just a few dollars to test the water with
your ad. As you gain more experience and are seeing positive

results, increase your ads within your marketing budget.
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Realize that managing your Google ads can become a time
consuming task following keyword trends and bidding for top spots.
Some business owners prefer to manage their own campaign, while

others go with a paid service provider who will manage it for you.
